Pay request #15 was presented before the council from Hoogendoorn Construction for the Water Treatment Plant project in the amount of $25,000.00.  Motion Devitt, seconded by Wiekamp to approve the pay request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:
AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Reitsma, and Back.
NAYES: None.

Motion carried: 5-0.

A discussion was held regarding snow removal on 5th Street near the school.  It was the consensus of the council to meet with the school and develop a plan for the upcoming winter season. 
Zeutenhorst presented the council with two potential options for replacement of the City’s current street sweeper. Both units were brought to Sanborn to provide demonstration of their effectiveness. Included in the demonstrations were a 2010 Tymco 500x and 2021 Tymco 435. The quoted price for the 2010 500x, after a trade-in value of $15,000 on our current street sweeper, came in at $84,950.00. The quoted priced for the 2021 Tymco 435, without a trade in offer, came in at roughly $204,000.00. After much discussion on the different features and price points on each model, Reitsma motioned to approve the purchase of the 2010 Tymco 500x. Seconded by Devitt, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

A discussion was held regarding the hiring of Eric Rogers to fill a General Maintenance Position for the City. Motion Visser to approve the hiring of Rogers at the rate of $17.50 per hour. Seconded by Back, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

A discussion was held regarding the Presbyterian Church. The City has been given the option to obtain the church for $1.00, plus the legal fees associated with the transfer of the deed.  Motion Devitt, seconded by Reitsma to obtain possession of the Presbyterian Church, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Under old business, Zeutenhorst provided the council with updates on the Wastewater Treatment Plant project.
Under new business, a request was submitted to the council from Merne Haack regarding the City taking over the responsibility of flag storage and placement for Memorial Day, Flag Day, Independence Day, Railroad Days, Labor Day, and Veterans Day. Haack provided a list of volunteers who would still help, himself included. Motion Reitsma, seconded by Back to approve this request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted;
